Even if your medical
insurance is provided by your parents or guardians, you make the
decisions.

efore your 18th birthday we asked your parents or guardians
' for permission to allow any private discussions with you. We
asked if these could remain confidential unless your doctor thought
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your life was in danger. Now that you are 18, your right to privacy
= is the law! Anything about your medical care or discussions with
| your doctor are private.
